FRENCH FLUENCY FRIDAYS:
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If you are really going to succeed in improving your French skills, you can't rely only on French class! At some point, you have to take ownership of this language journey in your own life and not let it be just something that I, as your teacher, am making you do.  Therefore, we are going to add a "fluency activity" each week.  

Each week, you will choose an activity to show what you are doing to explore French outside of class for at least an hour each week. Each FRIDAY, WHEN YOU ENTER CLASS, you must have turned in via Google Classroom, the fluency assignment.

Obviously, you are on the honor system here, and if you lie, you are just impeding your own progress!  Also, please make sure this is YOUR work and not someone else’s.
Each week will be worth a 10-point DAILY grade. You may choose to repeat an activity ONLY ONCE. Keep track of those you have used with some sort of checklist.  THERE WILL BE TIMES WHEN I MAY GIVE YOU SPECIFIC ASSIGNMENTS NOT FROM THIS LIST!  Most of these will require the Internet, but if you have access otherwise, awesome!
Options to pick from:

· Explore Mme Attafi’s FRENCH Pinterest boards (pinterest.com/ssattafi) for 45 minutes and pin the 10 pins you liked most and/or think you can learn from most. This is a great place to start and here you will find MANY links to other sites including videos, movies, on-line stories, ETC!  You will need to open an account on pinterest.com

· Change your cell phone or mp3 player’s language to French for an entire week.

· Read the directions in French of four items in your house (e.g. detergent). Write a brief description and include new words that you learned.

· Read the last 50 tweets using a Twitter hash tag for a French-speaking country or city.

· Read the last 30 French-language tweets by one or more French-speaking artists or politicians on Twitter.  What did you understand?  What did they tweet about?

· Compile a list of 20 words involving the profession you hope to have for your review.

· Explore the French-language section of a bookstore (music, kids’ books, and/or adult books) for 30 minutes and find two things you would like to own.

· Explore iTunes French store and iTunes essentials for 30 minutes & find 2 albums or 5 songs you would like to own

· Using post-it notes, post-it 10 items in your house that you don't know the word for and leave it there for a week, then report to me from memory what all the items were.

· Complete a FRENCH song on lyricstraining.com and bring me the results.

· Share a meal with someone and speak French the entire time, from start to finish…the meal should last at least 45 minutes.

· Listen and/or watch 5 French songs/videos on YouTube.  Write a brief description of each and decide which one you like best and say why.  Learn the chorus and recite/sing it by memory.
