La Presse :  Qu’est-ce qui se passe dans le monde?

Choose an article that interests you and find out more about what’s going on in France and the world, what their views are, and how they may differ from ours.

I. Choose a recent (within the last six months) newspaper, magazine or Internet article about news from the French-speaking world (in French).  The article must be at least one page long.  Include the article (or a link) with your summary/reaction. 
II. Select 5 important, NEW vocabulary words from the article that are important in summarizing it.  Define them in English.

III. Write a short French summary of the article (7-10 good sentences) in your own words!!  Think about Who?  What?  When?  Where?  Why?  What happened? (not necessarily in that order—be logical)  Summarizing is an important skill.  You don’t have to understand everything that is happening in the article, but do not use an Internet translator! BE SIMPLE!  Focus on key vocabulary words and basic facts.  
IV. Write your reaction to the news (at least 5 sentences).  How did you feel about it?  Why did this happen (if event)?  What cultural aspects may have contributed to it?  

V. Finally, be prepared to present/discuss with the class.  One-two people will be chosen each week to share their articles and promote class discussions.
Due Dates:  Each quarter, you will have 3 article summaries due.  They will be due on MONDAYS.  You may skip weeks, as long as you have a total of three current events reports per quarter.
You will turn in via Google Classroom BEFORE you come to class on the due date.   I will post helpful links you may use.  
Grading:  Each report will be worth a total of 25 points.  The 3 reports (presentational writing) and 1 oral presentation (presentational speaking) due each quarter will be added together as a major grade.  (See rubric attached.)
