Course description objectives:
This course is for students in who have successfully completed Honors French 3. It is designed to prepare motivated students to communicate more proficiently in the French language by developing their interpretive and communicative skills in French, and help further their knowledge and understanding of French-speaking people and cultures of the world.  

The World Language standards addressed throughout our program are centered on functional, thematic units.  Daily language objectives are written as “I can…” statements which clearly show students what they will be able to do with the language at the end of each unit of study.  Students will progress through proficiency levels organized according to what students can do with the language:  Interpersonal written and spoken communication, Interpretive listening and reading, Presentational speaking and writing, and making comparisons and connections to the products, practices and perspectives of other Cultures. 

The three modes of communication (Interpersonal, Interpretive and Presentational) defined in the Standards for Foreign Language Learning in the 21st Century are the foundation of this course. Students who enroll in this course should already have a good command of French grammar and considerable competence in listening, reading, speaking and writing. When communicating, students will demonstrate an understanding of the culture(s), incorporate interdisciplinary topics (connections), make comparisons between the native language and the target language and between cultures (comparisons), and use the target language in real-life settings (communities).  Students in Honors French 4 are expected to perform at the Intermediate Low to Mid Proficiency range.

Course Policies & Procedures:
Attendance:  Please try to be in class every day.  You have 3 days to secure a re-admit slip when absent.

Tardiness/IDs:  Please respect the Wando tardy policy which will be enforced and wear your ID daily.

Class participation:  Students are expected to be motivated language learners and use French communication skills as much as possible both in and outside of class.  Students will be expected to do considerable independent work outside of class.  This is an important part of class participation and preparation.  This will include corresponding in written French with the teacher and other students, interpreting videos, texts and completing on-line activities.

Missed assignments and assessments:  Students are responsible for all work missed when absent.  You are expected to check the website and complete work missed.  It is your responsibility to see me to arrange a convenient time to make-up assessments (see office hours) within 5 school days.  Any late projects or papers will receive a 10-point deduction for every day they are late.  

Telephones/Portable Electronic Devices:  These may be used according to our school’s BYO Electronic Device Policy for academic purposes only.

Academic Dishonesty:  Cheating of any kind including the overuse of an Internet translator will not be tolerated.   Please see the WHS handbook and the CCSD guidelines for our school policy on cheating. Google translate should NOT be used.  www.wordreference.com is our tool of choice!

Supplies:  You are expected to bring your binder, paper and writing utensil to class daily.  Your textbook can be left at home to serve as a basic resource.  We will not be using it on a daily basis but instead will use authentic French materials as the basis of this course.
Chromebook Cohort:  Our class is part of the school’s Chromebook Cohort and we will have access to a class set of Google Chromebook computers 2-3 days per week.  Students will be asked to sign a separate user agreement for this.  It is an honor to be selected so students are expected to use them as instructed.
Rules & Responsibilities:  I don’t expect problems in an honors class at this level!
1.  Be on time.  Be in the classroom when the bell rings with the proper materials and ready to begin the daily bellwork assignment.  (WHS tardy policy to be followed.)
2.  Be responsible.  Come to class prepared to work with all required supplies.

3.  Be attentive.  Come to class with a positive attitude, pay attention, take notes and ask questions when necessary.  

4.  Be respectful.  Respect the teacher and each other as you would like to be respected.

Assignments & Assessments:  Posted in classroom and on web site.  Make sure to check and keep up!

· Homework:  You will have frequent homework assignments which will be checked for completion at the beginning of each class period.  Partial credit is possible.  Some assignments will be collected and graded.  Many assignments will include accessing the class web site and reading/viewing/interpreting authentic French documents and links.   
· Quizzes:  vocabulary quizzes showing knowledge of words and expressions in context; grammar quizzes targeting specific topics covered (at least once/week)

· Performance-Based Assessments (PBA):  (quiz grades) Assess students on one aspect of  French communication 

· Interpretive:  interpret an authentic text or video and answer questions demonstrating comprehension

· Interpersonal:  engage in authentic conversation with another to accomplish a given task

· Presentational:  presentation of prepared communication in either written or spoken form.

· Integrated Performance Assessments (IPA): (major grade) A three-part assessment that measures student proficiency on what they can do with language in all three communicative modes.
· Current Events Reports:  as a means to encourage students to explore world news, they will have weekly current events reports due each Monday.  A total of three per quarter are required.  Students will be randomly selected to orally present these reports (1-2 per week).  See attachment for more information.
· Interpersonal Blog:  French 4 Honors students will be asked to respond to weekly questions (in French!) related to our thematic units.  Students will receive interpersonal writing grades for these comments.  You must first respond to my question and then respond to 2 other students’ responses.  The purpose is to increase written language fluency in a fun way!
End-Of-Course Assessment:  All World Language classes will take an end-of-course assessment.  This assessment will count as a minor grade that ALL students will take at the end of the semester.

***Final Exam:  There will be a final, cumulative exam in this class to assess students on all aspects of language.  This exam will count 20% of the semester grade.  Seniors with at least a 90 will be able to exempt this exam.  Students will have 3 school days to bring in a parent note for any absence.  
New Grading Scale:  A=90-100, B=80-89, C= 70-79, D = 60-69, F = 59 and below

Course Calendar and Schedule:  (Based on AP themes)  Each global unit will be made up of specific functional language objectives based on authentic documents.  Grammar will be embedded in each unit and reviewed/modeled/taught in functional ways to help students express themselves as needed.

The study of the novel will include lots of new vocabulary, grammar applications, interpersonal exchanges about life lessons covered, and presentational writing and speaking based on the novel’s themes of friendship, understanding, among others.
