Course description/objectives: 
The World Language standards addressed throughout our program are centered on functional, thematic units.  Daily language objectives are written as “I can…” statements which clearly show students what they will be able to do with the language at the end of each unit of study.  Students will progress through proficiency levels organized according to what students can do with the language:  Interpersonal written and spoken communication, Interpretive listening and reading, Presentational speaking and writing, and making comparisons and connections to the products, practices and perspectives of other Cultures. 

French III Honors is designed for students who have successfully completed French II with at least an 85 and/or a teacher recommendation.   Many students who take this course continue their language study at levels IV and V if scheduling permits.  French III Honors differs from CP in that assignments and assessments require more advanced language production in speaking and writing. Students are expected to perform at the Intermediate Low range on the ACTFL language proficiency scale by the end of this course.

The development of language skills continues using a performance–based method of instruction. Students will learn, practice and apply the vocabulary and structures needed to communicate about intermediate topics in French.  Topics include narrating in the past; discussing future plans; expressing wishes, doubts, possibilities; giving advice; making predictions; and supporting and opinions.  Students will also continue cultural studies of French-speaking people.  

Course Policies & Procedures:
Attendance:  Attendance is VITAL in a language class.  Please try to be in class every day.  Students will have 3 school days to bring in a parent note for any absence.
Tardiness/IDs:  Please respect the Wando tardy policy which will be enforced and wear your ID daily.
Missed assignments and assessments:  Students are responsible for all work missed when absent.  You are expected to check my website and complete any work missed.  It is your responsibility to check the box for make -up work and to see me to arrange a convenient time to make-up assessments (see office hours) within 5 school days.  You must bring a note from home within THREE days to receive full credit on make-up work.  Without an excused absence, the highest grade you may receive is a 61%.  Any late projects or papers will receive a 10-point deduction for every day they are late.  
Supplies:  Please be prepared for class daily with the following: 
1. One 3-ring binder with paper and two dividers:  one for daily “bell work” and one organized chronologically for class notes and activities. 
2.  Sharpened pencil or pen and 1-2 dry erase markers for classroom use.

Chromebook Cohort:  Our class is part of the school’s Chromebook Cohort this year and we will have access to a class set of Google Chromebook computers 2-3 days per week.  Students will be asked to sign a separate user agreement for this.  It is an honor to be selected so students are expected to use them as instructed.
Academic Dishonesty:  You will receive a zero for cheating of any kind including the overuse of an Internet translator.   Please see the WHS handbook for our school policy.

1.  Be on time.  Be in the classroom when the bell rings with the proper materials & ID, ready to begin the daily bell work assignment.  (WHS tardy policy to be followed.)
2.  Be responsible.    Come to class prepared to work with all required supplies.

3.  Be attentive.  Come to class with a positive attitude, pay attention, take notes, SPEAK FRENCH and ask questions when necessary.  

4.  Be respectful.  Respect the teacher and each other as you would like to be respected.  Keep all hands, feet and object to yourself.

Assignments & Assessments:  Posted in classroom and on web site.  Make sure to check and keep up!

· Homework:  You will have frequent homework assignments which will be checked for completion at the beginning of each class period.  Partial credit is possible. Some assignments will be collected and graded.  
· Quizzes:  vocabulary quizzes showing knowledge of words and expressions in context; grammar quizzes targeting specific topics covered (at least once/week)
· Performance-Based Assessments (PBA):  (quiz grades) Assess students on one aspect of  French communication- 

· Interpretive:  interpret an authentic text or video and answer questions demonstrating comprehension

· Interpersonal:  engage in authentic conversation with another to accomplish a given task

· Presentational:  presentation of prepared communication in either written or spoken form.

· Integrated Performance Assessments (IPA): (major grade) A three-part assessment that measures student proficiency on what they can do with language in all three communicative modes.

· Projects – although IPAs will frequently include technology-based components, additional projects may also be assigned as major grades.

French Fluency Friday assignments – French III Honors students will have fluency assignments due each Friday. These are ways students engage with the language outside of class and include things such as listening to French music, using French phone apps, etc. 
Interpersonal Blog:  French III Honors students will be asked to respond to weekly questions (in French!) related to our thematic units.  Students will receive interpersonal writing grades for these comments.  You must first respond to my question and then respond to 2 other students’ responses.  The purpose is to increase written language fluency in a fun way!
End-Of-Course Assessment:  World Language classes will have an end-of-course assessment to measure growth in language proficiency.  This will count as a minor grade that ALL students will take at the end of the semester.
 
***Final Exam:  There will be a final, cumulative assessment in this class as well to assess students on all aspects of language.  This exam will count 20% of the semester grade.  Seniors with at least a 90 average will be able to exempt this exam.

Course Calendar and Schedule: Although students will be issued a French 3 textbook, it will serve as a resource for students.  We will use it very infrequently.  Our curriculum will be based around authentic materials.
Week 1-3:  Qui Suis-Je? : descriptions, preferences, school life, present tense (review)
Week 4-7:  Mon Enfance: descriptions of childhood/ past activities, present vs imperfect tenses
Weeks 8-11:  Faire un Voyage:  trips and travel, vacation, Paris, plan a trip in France, narrate in the past using French past tenses
Weeks 12-14:  Mon Avenir:  making plans for future, professions, future tense
Weeks 15-17:  Ma Santé:  giving advice, illness and injuries, conditional tense & subjunctive mood
Week 18:  Review/Final assessments
